General Guidelines

=  Please refer to the Lands’ End itemized list, Schoolbelles’ catalog, and JCPenney’s information sheet. The
websites provide easy ordering.

= Clothing should be neat, clean and comfortable—NO OVERSIZING OR UNDERSIZING.

= Hair should be neat and clean, worn in traditional styles. A small amount of natural-looking, subtle hi-lights is
acceptable. If people abuse this privilege, it will no longer be allowed. A hairstyle should not obstruct a
student’s vision.

= Jewelry: Necklaces, “stud” earrings (one per ear, in the earlobe), ankle chains, and bracelets should be
appropriate for school activities including recess and P.E. classes. Stud earrings are simple “post” style
earrings that do not hang below the earlobe at all. Jewelry should not be excessive or distracting.

= Make-up for middle school girls only: clear nail polish, clear lipstick, light mascara, and blush—NO EYE-
LINER, EYE SHADOW, body paint, glitter, stickers, decals, or tattoos. Traditional white/clear French-tipped
manicures are acceptable.

The administration, faculty, and staff have the authority to make decisions based on the appropriateness of dress as it
conforms to the dress code. Violations will be handled as needed. Consequences for violations may range from
changing clothes to Saturday School detentions, to be decided by the administration, faculty, or staff. The
administration may grant exceptions from the dress code for a given group, class, or the entire school because of
special days, events, and field trips.

Parents: Please make sure any piece of clothing that a student might remove during the course of the day is
labeled. With so many similar pieces of clothing, it will be difficult to identify misplaced items.

Details
SHIRTS
All shirts must be tucked in at all times. PLAIN WHITE UNDERSHIRTS may be worn under uniform shirts.Styles:
Schoolbelles and Lands’ End oxfords, polo shirts, and turtlenecks. Oxfords and polos may have long or short sleeves,
with or without our logo. (Logos are available through Lands’ End and Schoolbelles, but they are not necessary. The
logo is more expensive at Lands’ End.) Target's unisex polos (sold in the boys department) and turtlenecks which are
EXACT “look-alikes” for the unisex Lands’ End and Schoolbelles polos and turtienecks are acceptable.
Colors: White, red, black (Lands’ End “French blue” option for oxfords only)
MS options: Middle school students may choose to wear Schoolbelles’ denim oxford. Boys may wear ties with
oxfords.

SWEATERS

All sweaters are to be worn over a uniform shirt.

Styles: Schoolbelles or Lands’ end crew neck pullover or cardigan sweater, v-neck vest
Colors: White, red, black

SWEATSHIRTS

All sweatshirts are to be worn over a uniform shirt. They may not extend below the hip or wrist. They may be ordered
through St. Charles (Hawkwear) , Lands’ End, or Schoolbelles. Plain crew neck sweatshirts are acceptable.

Styles: Hawkwear/Schoolbelles/Blue Ribbon sweatshirt or fleece jacket with or without logo

Colors: Red, black



MS option: Schoolbelles’ fleece vest with logo

SLACKS

Hems should rest at the top of shoes and not bunch at the ankles.

Syles: Schoolbelles or Lands’ End flat front or pleated pants (girls have a low-rise option at Schoolbelles and flair
option at Lands’ End); JC Penney approved pants (see detailed document)

Colors: Khaki, black

CROP PANTS (NEW!)
Crop pants from Land’s End for girls. May be worn year-round.
Color: Khaki

JUMPERS (Girls K - 3 only)

Jumpers must be no shorter than 4” above the knee in length but no longer than the bottom of the knee.
Styles: Schoolbelles V —neck pleated jumper or Lands’ End khaki twill jumper

Colors: Red/black/white plaid (Schoolbelles), khaki (Lands’ End)

SKIRTS (Girls 4 - 8 only)

Skirts must be no shorter than 4” above the knee in length but no longer than the bottom of the knee.
Styles: Schoolbelles pleated skirt

Colors: Red/black/white plaid (Schoolbelles)

SKORTS (Girls K - 8)

Skorts must be at least mid-thigh in length but no longer than the bottom of the knee. They may be worn year-round.
Please note that the skorts from Lands’ End come in 2 lengths to help you meet the sizing needs of your child. Please
choose the correct skort to meet the length guidelines above. The only approved skort from Land’s End is the Blend
Chino Skort.

Styles: Schoolbelles or Lands’ End blend chino skort

Colors: Khaki, black

SHORTS

Shorts must be at least mid-thigh in length but no longer than the top of the knee. They may be worn year-round.
Styles: Schoolbelles & Lands’ End walking shorts

Colors: Khaki, black

P.E. DRESS
Athletic shoes must be worn to P.E. class.
MS detail: PE dress code determined by PE teachers

MASS ATTIRE
You are dressed to learn about God and follow Him daily. Your thoughts, words, and actions reflect your journey with
Him. No changes in our “Dress for Success” code are necessary to participate in our Mass.

The items below do not need to be purchased at Schoolbelles or Lands’ End, but are available.
These details apply to all students in grades K - 8.
BELTS
Students must wear belts in belt loops of pants/shorts.
Styles: solid color
Colors: Khaki, brown, black

SOCKS

Socks must be worn at all times.

Colors: White, red, black, khaki

Styles: trouser, ankle, knee-highs, tights

MS option: girls may wear flesh-colored pantyhose

SHOES



Soles or heels — NO higher than 1” on any shoe. Slipper shoes, sandals, crocs, or heelies are not safe for school
activities and may not be worn. Boots may be worn in inclement weather.
Styles: Athletic shoes, low-heeled dress shoes.
