4. What are mornings like at your house? What are evenings like? Think about how these two times of day are alike and different. Write an essay for your teacher explaining how mornings and evenings at your house are alike and how they are different.

5. Write a description of your favorite possession for your teacher. Be sure to tell about it using as many senses as possible.

6. Suppose that you and your parents have been discussing whether or not you should get a summer job. Would you like to have a summer job? Why or why not? Write to persuade your parents to accept your point of view about whether or not you should get a summer job.

7. Think of one game or sport you know how to play. Write an essay for your teacher explaining all about how to play this game. Be sure to include step-by-step instructions. 
8. Think of an experience you had during a storm. Write a narrative for an adult telling all about what happened to you during a storm. Include details that make your experience come alive for your reader.
