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Mrs. Arther– Room 212
Course Description:  This is a high-level geometry course in which students will learn detailed information regarding geometric terms, postulates, theorems and their proof, inductive and deductive reasoning, and applications of these facts.  The concepts covered include parallel lines, congruent triangles, inequalities in triangles, similarity, right triangles and right triangle trigonometry, quadrilaterals, circles, constructions, perimeter, area, volume, and coordinate geometry.

Schedule: This course will be held before school starting Monday, August 22nd.


Days of the Week: Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday


Time: 7:15am – 8:10am PLEASE BE ON TIME
Cost: This course is in addition to the regular curriculum at St. Charles.  The fee is $400 per student.  This is due NO LATER than Tuesday, August 30th.  If you need to do semester payments, $200 is due NO LATER than Tuesday, August 30th and the remaining $200 is due NO LATER than January 11th.  If the fee has not been paid by 8/30/11 then the child can be dropped from the course.  Checks can be made payable to St. Charles.

Homework Assignments:  You will have homework assigned after each class period.  You must complete all homework and SHOW YOUR WORK. Make sure to stay up to date on all assignments, for you never know when I will have a pop homework quiz.  Usually this quiz will only take 5 minutes and contain material from homework the night before.  Each quiz is 10 points.   Once a week I will give you a list of problems (graded assignments) to do and turn in to be graded on correctness. 
Classroom Rules and Procedures:  
1.  Respect for fellow students and the teacher is expected at all times.  Any infringement of this will result in immediate disciplinary action.

2. Everyone has the right to learn; any interference with this process will not be tolerated.

3. Have materials ready when class begins, and you are expected to participate in all activities.
4. Due to the fast pace, you need to get to class ON TIME.
Additional Grading/Evaluation Information:  You will have opportunities for achieving success this year in my class.  The following guidelines will explain those opportunities.  Understand that the overall goal is to achieve comprehension of all topics.  Below is a list of ways to help you succeed:

1. You will be allowed to RETAKE one test per semester.  Make sure you use this wisely.  I will take the better of the two grades.  The retake must be done within an allotted time frame.  Once I give the original test back, I will make an announcement and also post it in the room as to when you must retake the test – it is usually done within one week after the original test is passed out.  Any later than that and the opportunity is gone.  Retakes must be arranged with me before or after school.

2. Because you are given only one opportunity to retake a test per semester, I will give you a chance to correct any and all other tests.  You must schedule a time with me before or after school to come in and correct ALL mistakes on the test.  You may not use class time to do corrections.  This also must be done within the given time frame.  You may receive up to 10 points extra credit for correcting a test.

If you are absent:
1. Check the website or e-mail me for the assignment.

2. You are responsible for all notes, vocabulary, theorems, etc that was put into our notebooks.

3. Homework assignments must be turned in two days after you are back in school.  Place make-up work in appropriate area.

4. If you miss a test or quiz it must be made up on your own time (during lunch, before or after school).

Required reading:  By Friday, April 6, 2012 each student must have completed the reading and passed a test, which may be taken after school under the supervision of Mrs. Arther, on the book, Flatland by Edwin A. Abbott (1838-1926).  I have 5 copies of the book that can be checked out during the year.  You may not keep the book longer than 2 weeks at a time.  As soon as you finish the book you should come in and take your test.  Don’t wait until the last minute!
Tutoring:  tutoring for Geometry will be offered Wednesday and Friday morning starting at 7:45am.  If you need lots of extra help for this class, you probably should not be enrolled.
